Dianne, I am sorry to hear that you cannot meet on Monday.  I was looking forward to discussing these and other issues as well as provide some additional ideas on long term solutions - just to run them by you.  
 

I am perplexed I have to say.   Maybe I don't understand - which is possible - but the proposed transition ordinance was developed to assist - not hurt the residents.

 

As you and I discussed, the challenge with the future of mobile home park residents in our county - and throughout this state I might add - is that we have to balance laws that protect the very diverse stakeholders in this issue.  It is my understanding that individual residents who purchased their home but decided to lease (and I have not seen many of the leases) the ground on which the home sits do have leasehold rights.  I would assume that the leases do specify these rights.  Any landowner who desires to sell the property first must offer the land to the residents - and yes, I will agree with you that that doesn't happen always.  This is a violation of the law - I would agree with that.  And that is a state law - not a county law - and the county has no legal means of enforcing it.

 

In the event that the landowner does offer the property to the residents and the residents do not purchase the property, then they, as I undersand it, have legal requirements with regard to the land use change on that property.  And any land use change does require the existing or new landowner (depending upon who is making the application - and that is an issue unto itself) to provide alternative housing for the residents.  I would be the first to agree with you that the state law by which this must travel gives only general and very sketchy requirements and definitions as to "alternative housing".  The fact that the rights of the residents are leasehold rights and the fact that the state law is so general and very evasive to say the least allows for someone to request a land use change, purchase the property, and offer little if anything to assist the residents.

 

This fact is primarily the reason that I voted against the Clearwater-Largo CRA as the mobile home residents there would be displaced without any type of assistance or alternative housing.  

 

Having said this, and in what I believe is an effort to provide some clarity and substance to the very evasive and inadequate state law, the county crafted an prospective ordinance to provide some alternative.  The landowner/developer does not have to do even this - but the county has required this of them.  So some at least will be assisted - otherwise, if in fact the land use change does pass and is adopted by DCA in Tallahassee, they would receive nothing.

 

I am just now reading the proposed ordinance.  And I don't know all of the details as tonight as to the "qualifications" of the program. I will by the time we vote I can assure you.  But I do know that I am not in favor of any type of assistance to anyone that can otherwise do it on their own - and I don't want to see just another hand out.  And from our discussion in the past, that is not what you are looking to do either.

 

I will also tell you that many of the representatives of the park have also said that they wanted no new ordinance - they want no change - and I do to some degree understand that perspective.  But you request that we go back to the drawing board and yet others simply don't want that either.  So what is really desired?  I cannot violate the law on the other side either by violating property rights - which as you and I have discussed are a part of our sacred constitution.

 

So where would you recommend that we go?  Most have simply complained but offer nothing to assist.  I am always eager to discuss options - which is why I did enjoy and appreciate meeting with you because you were at least willing and interested in seeking a solution.  Most again are not which is not getting us anywhere.

 

And by the way, we are working off of the time line with the development land use change due to the timing of the application for comp plan changes - these can be made every six months.  And if we fail to act, we will also be subject to litigation.  From what you are saying, I am sorry to hear, we will be faced with litigation either way.  And to my way of thinking, that is simply a means by which nothing gets resolved.

 

Diane, believe me, I am troubled by this and I do take this seriously.  There are a number of other initiatives that are being worked on by the county - concepts and legal processes that are unique and not being utilized in any other place in the state.  Most other counties are simply allowing it to go forward with no thought about the people.  We are trying to do this.  

 

Thank you as always for your comments and for writing.  I am again sorry that we will not be able to meet.  If we don't talk, have a great day tomorrow.

It sounds like this is a done deal before the public has any chance to weigh in on the issue.

 

You have told me personally that 'you must follow the letter of the law".  Staffers writing their own law to circumvent or lower the threshold of 723.083 is not acceptable and if this ordinance passes we are preparing to challenge this ordinance to the highest court we can get.

 

All of us have been of the opinion that our elected officials are unbiased and will make a decision based on all the facts through their own research, not just take someone else's word for it.

 

How can you justify, by writing your own law, taking away homes residents have purchased to put them on County assistance programs.  What happens to all of those who do not qualify for this program?  How are you satisfying 723.083 for these individuals?  This state statute was written to protect all of us!

 

Mr. Duncan, I truly respect your position and your power to pursuade and out of faiarness to every moble homeowner in Pinellas County you must defeat this ordinance, go back to the drawing board, no matter the time it takes and write something that truly complies to State Statute 723.083.

 

The fear because of timing of the state review board regarding the land use application should have no bearing on your decision on either the ordinance or the Golden Lantern rezoning issue.

 

I do not believe that after having met with you once, that you can morally, ethically or legally support an ordinance that attempts to override State Statute 723.083.
